We have several Soldiers who
regularly distribute the toys directly to the children. We have worship services for just
about every faith group represented in our Task Force.

Our two Catholic Priests are on
the road and in the air often to provide Catholic Mass to our great Catholic Soldiers. We
also have a Rabbi who is an Army Chaplain and he goes out on a regular basis to provide
Jewish Religious Support Coverage to our Great Jewish Soldiers. We will be here until
about the beginning of June so at about the first of May you can stop sending the care
package items.

What we need most are your prayers for God to continue to protect us from the enemy.
